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Abstract:

Analyzing and evaluating the visual and aesthetic aspects in cities is considered
amongst the important issues which urban planning and design aims at studying, focusing
and deals with in the structural and physical city plans .

Dealing with the visual and aesthetic elements and aspects in the city helps to achieve
clean environment free from pollution, better economic earning, psychological comfort,
touristy activity as well the visual and aesthetic value which distinguish such elements.

Urban scene has captured the attention of many scholars, designers and architects
where they pay more attention for the describing city features and characteristics through
its urban scene. The physical features and structure of the city is the reflection of its
civilized and cultural identity throughout history. Such identity is growing and changing to
cope with the changes of the city inhabitants and their needs. Such growth and change
makes cities differ in their physical characteristics, morphological and the identity of the
urban scene. Each city has its general form and identity as the city is the result of social,
economic and political factors interaction that largely contribute in forming the urban
scene. Such interaction will give the form and identity of the city urban scene and its
characteristics.

Our urban environment and architectural product suffered a severe crisis stifling
throughout the Islamic world and its entire cities. Such crisis reflected by the chaos of
planning the physical fabric and forms of the unbeautiful buildings and complains of the
population and their sense of bored, the reason lies in the lack of responsiveness to the taste
of users, their technical sense, and then fail to meet their needs.

In fact, what we see today in our cities, urban planning, urban design and architecture is
only the copies transferred from the West, these methods have been filled in our
environment forcibly without taking into account the specificity and tastes of members of
the community, so we see of the Arab Muslims reject these methods because they do not
reflect their identity.

Based on the concept of (the urban landscape), there are two basic criteria of the scene:
The first is the (sense of place) or spatial association, and the other is the (sense of unity)
where the city is aware of as an integrated whole, not as isolated pieces.

An analysis of the results of the survey, showing that the city of Baghdad in general,
and Kadhimiya, in particular, specifically the streets of (Bab Al-kibla) and Bab Al-murad)
be suffering from the chaos of a large pro forma, as well as the relations of formal
interfaces buildings do not reflect the qualities and relations of the urban landscape of the
city as a religious city. This is because of several reasons, mainly that the designers have
the biggest responsibility in the weakness and maiming those relationships through the
development of designs that ignore the formal relations in a large and only interested in
functional side, also they bear the responsibility to provide of flexibility to the owners of
these buildings for manipulating the interfaces, as well as the absence of planning laws and
regulations.

Thus, this study came out with a number of conclusions and recommendations,
including: activation of the traditional planning standards of the Arab and Islamic ancient
city in the development and planning of the contemporary city. So it is no longer a problem
for the Arab planners to guide the growth of the city toward the true Islamic approach only,
but instead, the fundamental problem that the planners face is to create social and natural
conditions that help to link people emotionally to their cities so that their future plans can
interact and grow as a healthy organic growth.

The study also showed the need to invite people of different cultural caliber to participate
in one way or another in the activity of urban planning for their cities.
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
