The fastest man in the world

Many people say that Usain Bolt is the world’s
fastest man ever. In 2008 he won three gold
medals at the Beijing Olympic Games in the
men’s 100m, 200m, and 4x100m relay.

He also broke three world records. He was the
first person to win these three events at the same
Olympics. Then, at the LLondon Olympics in
2012, he won three gold medals again in the
same events! This is his story.

Usain Bolt was born in Jamaica on August

21, 1986. He lived in a small town called
Trelawney, where his parents had a small

food shop. When he was a child, Usain played
cricket and football in the street with his brother,
Sadeeki, and sister, Sherine.
